The 6th
grade students have accomplished so
much. We're looking forward to a busy
May and several activities that will get
us outside into the beautiful Spring
weather.

7th Grade Language Arts

The 7™ graders just
completed their research papers. |
enjoyed reading them immensely;
they chose some interesting topics
ranging from the history of
cheesecake to the effect energy
drinks have on the body to
sports/movie stars. Areas that were
quite new to them in this unit were

citing sources in their report to avoid
plagiarism and taking notes on
individual note cards. Many of them
thought the note card process was
quite tedious but saw the value of it
when we got to the outlining stage
and their note cards guided them.
Regardless of whether they liked the
process or not, they will use it again
in high school, so exposure to it is
important.

Last week we began our
final novel of the year, The Cay. The
story takes place at the same time as
our first novel, Summer of My
German Soldier, during World War
Il. While Summer of My German
Soldier focused on the prejudice
against Jews during that time, our
present novel looks at prejudice
against black people, when a young
white boy is forced to overcome the
prejudice handed down from his
parents after becoming stranded on
an island with a wise old black man.

7" Grade Math

We are close to the end of
our unit What Do You Expect? ,
which has the 7" graders working
with probability. They were exposed
to some different methods, such as
the tree model and area models, to
figure out the chances of different
outcomes occurring. The unit will
conclude next week with a project
that | am going to integrate into
their Language Arts class. Students
will be designing a Carnival Game
based solely on probability, no skill.
They will run trials of the game and
will state the Theoretical and
Experimental Probability of their
game. Their game must make a
profit for a fApret
they will be asked to figure out how
much money their game would
theoretically bring in for the carnival.
For the Language Arts piece,
students will be writing a report that
explains their results.

8" Grade Math

Prior to going to ELC, the 8"
graders were working extremely hard
on the Properties of Exponents and
Polynomials. Many of their practice
problems were modeled after
problems taken directly from their 9™
grade algebra book. This was a
challenging unit with many different
rules to follow. Students took many
notes and wrote down problems we
did in class to use as a guide while
doing their homework.

After returning from ELC, the
8™ graders were eased back into
having to think mathematically again
with a project that integrates with
their Holocaust st
room. Students were posed with the
question, AHownt®ar
(With 6 million being the number of
people killed during the Holocaust).
They had to come up with a way to
represent 6 million in some
mathematical way. They were asked
to write a short report about their
findings and make a visual aid to
present to the class to show their
way of representing 6 million. Math
vocabulary and methods had to be
used and demonstrated in their
work. The example | used as a
sample project was that a quarter
measures 1.75 millimeters in
thickness, so if you lined up 6 million
quarters face to face (as in a roll of
quarters), they would reach a little
over 6 miles, the approximate
distance from Owatonna to Medford.
My steps in computing the distance
and converting millimeters to miles
were shown in my report and on my
visual aid.

Because of the curriculum
changeover going into next year, |
plan to focus the rest of 8" grade
math this year on pre-algebra topics
that will fully prepare the students
for the topics covered in their 9"
grade algebra book. The next few
weeks we will be working on solving
algebraic equations such as 9X + 14
=-4AX7T 2.

I hope that many of you
had a chance to attend the St.
Ma r ool Auction. It was a
wonderful night and you could
just feel the support for our
school from current and past
parents, alumni and people
from the community. At the
end of the night, after all the
bidding was done, something
special happened, but first a
little background.

St . Mar yos
had a technology task force
working for the past year,
looking at ways to upgrade the
technology in our school, both
for student learning and also for
teaching purposes. We had
purchased a Smart Board last
year and the use and interest in
it has been phenomenal. As
parents we all want our children
to be well prepared for the
future they will face ahead. |
have heard it said that the top

and are all technology related.
It is hard to say what the exact
role technology will play in our
childrends futu
certain to be significant.

The technology plan
submitted by the task force
calls for each grade to have its
own smart board, projector and
lap top. In addition, the junior
high will have four Apple iMacs,

The total cost of these purchases
is ~$30,000 and when
implemented, will put St. Ma r y ¢
in a leadership position for
technology compared to many
other schools. We do not have
funds for this in our operating
budget but the school board has
elected to use gifts to the school
this year to fund this important
project. We had received
$25,000 to date and this leads us
back to the auction. At the very
end, the auction committee
announced that the school was
$5,000 short of the total dollars
needed to fully fund this project.
Within ten minutes the remaining
$5,000 was raised! What a
testimonial to the support our
school enjoys and the recognition
that technology is an important
piece of the educational pie.

So next fall when your
student returns to school we will
have all the new pieces of the
technology ready to go and
because of the overwhelming
support the auction received we
also have been able to add some
budgeted staff time to develop
the curriculum to go with this. It
is hard to predict what impact
this gift will have on our students
but I am sure it will be
meaningful and lasting.

How the Program Works
